Job Title:      Personal Assistant/Driver

Reporting to:    Employer will be the mother of the young person requiring support. 


Location:    Westhill (pick-up) – Inverurie (day service)


Rate of pay:  £13.86 per hour plus £13.86 per day for travel.


Hours of work: 12 hours per week worked Monday - Thursday, 
08.15am – 09.45am (1.5 hours in the morning) and 14.45pm – 16.15pm (1.5 hours in the afternoon).

Nature of the job role

To provide safe, reliable transport and supportive assistance for a 17-year-old girl with additional support needs, ensuring she arrives at her day service in Inverurie and returns home safely at the end of the day. The role aims to promote her comfort, wellbeing, independence, and positive daily routine.

Main duties:  

· Safely transport the young person from her home in Westhill to her day services in Inverurie and home again.
· Ensure she is comfortable, calm, and emotionally supported during travel.
· Assist with entering and exiting the vehicle where needed.
· Maintain good communication with the family and day service staff regarding pick-up/drop-off times or any issues arising during travel.
· Provide a consistent, reassuring presence and build a positive relationship with the young person.
· Respect and uphold the young person’s dignity, confidentiality, and individual needs at all times.
· Follow all training and guidance provided, including awareness of her specific support needs.
· Maintain the vehicle in a clean, safe condition and follow vehicle-use guidelines of employer’s vehicle.
· Adhere to health and safety standards, safeguarding practices, and agreed risk assessments.


      Training below will be offered and paid for by the employer:

Full training will be provided.
